Two ceremonies—12:00 pm 

for master’s degree candidates and 

3:00 pm for undergraduate degree 

recipients—were preceded by a 

Baccalaureate Liturgy at the campus 

chapel. The Most Reverend David A. 

Zubik, Bishop of the Diocese of Green 

Bay, presided at the liturgy, and 

Reverend Jeremiah Cullinane, 

Chaplain of Silver Lake College, was a Concelebrant. The two were assisted by Deacon Michael Vincent. 

SLC graduate Rachael Verhaagh was the cantor. 

Dr. George Arnold, President of Silver Lake College, awarded diplomas at the commencement 

program assisted by Charles Deibele, Chairman of the College’s Board of Directors.   

Delivering the commencement address for both ceremonies was Douglas Kiel, president of Journal 

Communications Inc. and Vice Chairman and CEO of Journal Broadcast Group. A native of Manitowoc, Kiel 
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earned his degree in political science from the University of Wisconsin-Madison and later completed the 

Kellogg Graduate School of Management’s Advanced Executive Program at Northwestern University. He 

currently serves on the board of directors of the Wisconsin Foundation of Independent Colleges based in 

Milwaukee where he lives and works and is active with several other civic and philanthropic organizations.  

“Connecting value-based lessons from home and your education can lead you to be part of 

something beyond your wildest dreams,” Kiel told the graduates. “But you have very little idea where the 

journey you’re embarking on today is going to lead,” he went on to say. Kiel sees himself as an example of 

achievement beyond one’s wildest dreams. From his early days in local radio broadcasting, he went on to a 

career in journalism and business never imagining that he would be in the position he is today. Kiel affirmed 

that today’s graduates are prepared for responsibilities that they have “never dreamt of either.” 

Ann E. Williams of Madison, WI delivered the student speech for the graduate program and Johanna 

Charys Vance of Manitowoc, WI spoke on behalf of the undergraduates.  

Williams, who received a Master of Arts in Education, Teacher Leadership, spoke of her fellow 

master’s degree graduates as “knowledge seekers, change agents, and servant leaders.” At Silver Lake 

College, “we became a community of learners and scholars satisfying our need for more knowledge,” she 

said. 

In her remarks, Vance, who earned a Bachelor of Arts in English, highlighted writing, thinking and 

prayer as three key aspects of a Silver Lake College education. She noted that “the gift of language is the 

most important part of education, and we’ve been given the tools to make our own way.” Encouraged to 

become critical thinkers, “we’ve been guided to achieve our own goals and to go on our own explorations.” 

The president of the SLC Alumni Association Board, Michael Kronschnabel, welcomed the class of 

2005 as the newest alumni and encouraged them to remain involved with the activities of their alma mater.
